It seems that Manila cannot get enough of Avenue Q. Now on its fourth installment (three sold out runs and then
now) after it first premiered in Manila in 2007, plus a hit run in Singapore’s Esplanade Theatre in 2008.

I have seen the show both in New York and in Manila — I think I may have seen this show three times already — each
time funnier and more touching than the first time I’ve seen it. The cast of humans is spectacular — all seasoned stars
of the stage and screen. Rachel Alejandro, in particular, will amaze you with her performance — simple yet
sizzling. Thea Tadiar and Joel Trinidad add puppetry into their diverse theatrical portfolio and Calvin Millado adds
much humanity to the show. Visual and auditory delight is brought in by Frenchie Dy. Aiza Seguerra delivers the
punch lines while Felix Rivera hits all the high notes.
